HOTEL & TOURISM MANAGEMENT:

BA (Hons) Hotel & Catering Management 





A four year honours business degree with a 12 week work placement in Ireland, and a 30 week international work placement.
BBs Hotel & Catering Management 






A three year degree which includes a 12 week work placement in Ireland, and a 30 week international work placement.

BBs Hotel & Catering Management (Block Release) 





A three year degree that includes three work placements in Ireland and overseas.  (Note: most students are affiliated to an approved hotel prior to joining the college)
BBs Bar Management 









A three year degree for those looking for a career in the Bar/Licensed trade.  Includes a 12 week work placement after year one, and a 30 week placement after year two.

BBs Culinary Arts









A three year degree focusing on business knowledge and practical competencies in areas such as culinary leadership, gastronomy, and product development.  Includes a 12 week placement after year one, and a 30 week placement after year two.

BBs Retail and Customer Service Management





A three year degree covering subjects such as retail operations, financial accounting, customer service, merchandising design and e-tailing.  Includes a 30 week work placement in Ireland or overseas.

BBs Tourism Management

A three year degree covering subjects such as Tourism Operations, Marketing and a variety of business subjects.  Includes a 30 week work placement during year two.

BBs Event Management with Public Relations - NEW
A three year degree in the planning, marketing and management of events and public relations programmes.  Includes a 30 week work placement after year two.

Higher Certificate in Culinary Arts





A two year programme focusing on the knowledge, skills and competencies necessary for effective professional cookery.  Includes a 12 week work placement. 

Total Immersion Chef Programme (TICP)






A fast-track culinary arts programme delivered in one academic year, which includes a period working in industry.

Higher Certificate in Bar Supervision








This programme provides students with an opportunity to develop advanced bar and restaurant skills.  Includes a 12 week work placement.

Higher Certificate in Hospitality Studies

A two year programme focusing on restaurant, bar, front office and accommodation skills.  Includes a 12 week work placement.
Advanced Certificate in Tourism





A two year programme of formal college classes and a 12 week work placement.
