The Scholarship will be awarded as per a specified schedule following registration of the recipient.

¢ The Scholar will be expected to attend a Scholarships & Awards Ceremony (date and location to be confirmed) to be formally
presented with the award.

¢ The Scholarship is to be used in support of course fees or living expenses as per the schedule of payments which will be
provided by each institution.
